Q4  Does your child sleep well at Jollies?
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Yes. When our daughter was younger & still has naps, she would only sleep in a buggy for her naps, unless she was at Jollies! This showed us how comfortable she felt there, as she was happy to nap where ever!!








She sleeps really well! It was something we were very concerned about when she first started at nursery but she adjusted very well thanks to Jollie's wonderful flexibility. Staff do not force sleep when it suits them (unlike some nurseries who have quite regimented nap times) instead she gets to snooze when it suits her and her routine. 











Yes, they do. No concerns. They are ready for a nap after all the fun they're having!








Our child no longer naps during the day but when she did do, she hated being put down at home. Absolutely hated it. Nursery was very different however and she would always sleep pretty soundly on the cushions that nursery provided in the rooms downstairs and on the mattresses upstairs.











My child doesn't nap anymore but when we first joined Jollys my daughter would only nap in a pushchair. Within a few months of her being in the nursery environment she was napping well on a bed within the nursery.














Yes, has done from early on - supported by caring, flexible staff who helped make that transition from home to nursery a lot smoother. 








No longer sleeps as in FF. However Jollies provided wonderful support when my child first joined, I requested she sleep in either a pram or on a cushion, they were more than accommodating but at the same time 'trained' my child into better sleeping habits- something I found tricky at home.
