Do you feel the activities offered are appropriate for their age?
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Yes. My boy enjoys all the sensory experiences etc which are provided. Anything that keep his fingers busy is what he loves so Jollies enthusiasm for sensory bins/tweezers etc is brilliant!!!








Yes. They are great, they challenge my child and he is not just left to his own devices. They have really helped my child to develop and progress.

My child has progressed in Literacy and Numeracy and her love of the great outdoors stems from the outdoor activities and provision she is part of at nursery. So much learning, direct and incidental takes place every day from cooking tea on the fire to writing names in sand and paint. Being a teacher myself in the Primary Sector and having visited many EYFS settings I am yet to find one that quite lives up to that of Jollies!
